Tax Institute calls for extension to Tax Return Filing Deadline

The Revenue Commissioners online filing system (ROS) has been unavailable to taxpayers and tax advisers at various stages today Thursday, 17 November and in recent days.  Today is the final deadline for taxpayers to file their return and pay their tax using ROS.  If they don’t meet this deadline they face potential severe interest and penalties.  

Mark Redmond, Chief Executive of the Irish Taxation Institute has called on Frank Daly, Chairman of Revenue to extend the filing deadline to ensure that compliant taxpayers do not suffer penalties because they haven’t managed to file on time through no fault of their own.  Redmond stated that the extension should be, at a minimum, to close of business on Friday, 18 November provided the online filing system is fully available to taxpayers throughout this day.

Taxpayers and tax advisers have been contacting the Irish Taxation Institute in significant numbers to express their frustration at the inability to file tax returns and to pay their tax.
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
